Notes on Use

If the court finds a violation of probation, the court may select the appropriate findings
and orders in sections A or B.

In section A, the court must find that the juvenile offender absconded from supervision or
violated a condition of probation or placement by a preponderance of the evidence. K.S.A. 38-
2368. The court may consider a technical violation of the conditions of probation if: (1) itis a
third or subsequent technical violation; (2) prior failed responses are documented in the
juvenile’s case plan; and (3) the community supervision officer has determined and documented
that graduated responses to the violation will not suffice. K.S.A. 38-2392. If the court finds the
juvenile violated the conditions of probation the court may extend or modify the terms of
probation or placement, or enter another sentence pursuant to K.S.A. 38-2361. If the court finds
the juvenile committed one or two technical violations but not a third technical violation, the
court may enter those findings in the blank sections at the end of the form.

In section B, whether a violation of probation is or is not a technical violation, the court
may commit the juvenile to detention due to the violation of probation and for contempt of court
if the court finds that the juvenile is demonstrating escalating use of physical violence,
aggression, weapons, damage to property, or life-threatening substances. K.S.A. 38-2392(b)(4).

If the court removes the juvenile from the home in this hearing, and if this is the first
order removing the juvenile from the home or if the juvenile is removed after having been back
in the home for 6 months or longer, then The Initial Order Removing Juvenile from Custody
of Parent and Authorizing Out of Home Placement (Form 309).
